If yes, request information 
from the dentist regarding 
the child s oral health and 
any follow up treatment

creation of a health 
care file and child 

health passport folder

File original documents on 
the health care file and 

copies in the child health

Provide the child health 
passport to the carer which 
moves with the child if the 

child moves placement
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
